BASIS OF AWARD

The Italian-American Women’s Club and the Frank F. Musillami, Sr. Memomal Scholarships will be
awarded to four students based upon the following criteria:

1. Schelastic ability.

2. Contributions of the applicant to the community (school, town, or other commumtles)

3. Personal recommendations from adults who know your work/experience/education.

4. Essay that includes why the applicant is interested in Italian culture.

PROCEDURE

1. The application, a copy of your latest high school transcript, and two letters of recommendation
are to be received by the IAWC Scholarship Chairperson no later than Monday, April 14,
2008.

2. The ltalian-American Women’s Club Schoiarsh;p Cormmittee will review applications and make
the selections.

3. Determination of the awards will be the sole discretion of the Italian-American Women’s Club
Scholarship Committee. A member of the IAWC who has a relative applying for this scholarship
will not participate on the Committee.

4. Three $1,000 scholarships and one $500 scholarshlp will be awarded.

5. One-half of the awards will be paid each semester to the scholarship recipients upon receipt of a

copy of the tuition bill.
