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After Initial Certification: 
 

After new MGVs become certified, they are required to volunteer for 24 hours and earn 10 
hours of continuing education each year to remain certified.   

MAMGA, DANE COUNTY UW-EXTENSION & MGV INTERNS 

MGV Training: 
 

Taking MGV training is not just a gardening class as there is a 
volunteer and educational requirement after training.  MGVs 
are uniquely trained to serve the UW-Extension and the public 
and should be committed to performing service hours and 
maintaining certification. 
 

Membership with MAMGA allows opportunities for programs 
and events for continuing education, as well as Community in-
volvement, with the Community Service committee, local grants 
and the Accessible Demonstration Garden project at 1 Fen 
Oak Court.  Membership in MAMGA keeps MGVs involved in 
the program with newsletters and a continued connection to the 
MGV program. 

All volunteer hours earned should be turned in to the Dane County UW-Extension office by 
October 1st of each year.  
 

Once training is complete, students become MG Interns and are required to volunteer for 
36 hours within one year of completing training to become certified.  MAMGA does not re-
quire its members to be certified, but recommends that its members become certified. 

February 2009 MGV Classes: 
 

The new classes of Master Gardener Volunteer students 
began in February 2009 at the Dane County UW-
Extension and completed training in July 2009. There 
were approximately eighty students. Most of the new 
students elected to become members of MAMGA. 

Certification: 
 

New students are required to volunteer for 36 hours af-
ter their first year of training is complete and do not  
require any additional hours of education to become  
certified.  New students should record all volunteer hours 
they perform once they begin training.
