City of Madison’s 3 to 5 year Strategic
Economic Development Implementation
Plan

The City of Madison is in the process of
completing its first economic development
plan since 1983.  If you recall, the City asked
for input from area businesses to help guide
their efforts over the next 3-5 year.   We hope
you were able to participate in the Economic
Development Listening Sessions the City
hosted late in 2007.

Matt Mikolajewski of the Office of Business
Resources joins us now to discuss the process
that was used to develop the plan, highlights
of information discovered during the planning
process, recommendations that are presented
within the plan, and the next steps of the
planning process.

Matthew B. Mikolajewski, Manager
Office of Business Resources, City of
Madison

The Office of Business Resources (OBR) is
the central point of contact for business
assistance in the City of Madison. It is OBR’s
mission to assist businesses in developing and
thriving in Madison. They work with
entrepreneurs and businesses providing
business start-up, retention, expansion,
attraction and technical assistance services.

Matthew Mikolajewski has been the Manager

of the City’s Office of Business Resources
since May 2007.  He was previously the
executive director of the Wauwatosa
Economic Development Corporation, a non-
profit, City-sponsored economic development
corporation.  He served as an Adjunct
Assistant Professor at the University of
Wisconsin – Milwaukee, Department of
Urban Planning during the 2005 and 2006 fall
semesters where he co-taught “Planning
Local Economic Development” with a
Department faculty member.  Mr.
Mikolajewski brings to the Office of Business
Resources a thorough understanding of
economic development theory.  He has a
Master of Urban Planning degree from UW-
Milwaukee and a BS in Natural Resources
and undergraduate certificate through the
Institute for Environmental Studies, both at
UW-Madison.  When he is not working, Matt
enjoys biking and travel.
