Black representa-
tives visited the sit-in Monday
afternoon and reinforced the
non-violent theme stressed at a
Great Hall rally earlier,

“WE CAN'T afford a bust
(mass arrest),” a black co-ed
told the group, adding, ‘‘we’ve
done too much work ‘to have it
lost by provoking the police.”

At a 9:30 a.n. Great Hall

| meeting with about 1,200 white
‘|supporters, black leader Ber-
:|nard Forrester, a New York
‘|City freshman, said “the tactic
| for today is no disruption — we
'|don’t want a confrontation any-

time or any way.”

Friday several classes were
disrupted, and black leaders
said then similar tactics proba-
bly would be used Monday.
Asked to explain the change in

. |plans, Forrester said:

“IF YOU WERE at the bas-

: ketball game Saturday, you'd
‘lknow why tactics were

changed.”

He referred to a futile at-
tempt by about 300 mostly white
students to enter the Field
House and disrupt the Wiscon-
sin-Ohio State basketball game.
Some 125 city and county police
prevented the demonstrators
from crashing the gates.

At a noon rally another black

speaker reminded protesters
that “the whole subject of this
thing is to be as peaceful as
possible. We don’t want anybody
getting arrested or hurt.
“We also don’t want any hot-
;- heads running around breaking
windows,” he stressed, an ap-
parent reference to those who
-.|broke field house windows Sat-
urday with snowballs.

ALTHOUGH SEVERAL pre
dominantly white, leftist group:
have given support to the clas:
boycott and black demands
control of the various rallie:
and -demonstrations is exclu
sively in the hands of blacl
leaders.

“We can't be successful with
out white support, but we don’
want to get hung up on an
SDS-type side issues,” Mrs. LIt
erty Edwards told a group ¢
whites Sunday night. @
“The clear-cut issues must b
the black demands. We can’t a'
ford to be sidetracked,” sh
said.

MONDAY w hite supporter
appeared to be following closel
the instructions of the blac
leaders. There was no apparel
conflict, from whites over pr
test tactics, and white picke
adhered to orders of black lea
ers at the various classroo
buildings. .

Monday’s picketing last
from about 10 a.m. until noo
and from about 1:30 p.m. un
3:30 p.m. By 4 p.m. the camp'
was back to normal.
