THE UNITED FRONT, a coa-
lition of campus groups support-
ing the black demands, issued a!
statement Sunday explaining|
them. ‘

In defending the demands and|
last week’s protests, the state-,
ment said “Faced with stalling'
or manipulative tactics within
the proper channels, they have
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had to take direct action. Many
whites and third world students
(members of other minorities)
have supported these demands
because they feel that all people
should be allowed to control
their own destinies.”

The Teaching Assistants
Assn., which formally supports
the demands, will hold its third
day of teach-ins today in two
campus locations. University
professors will speak at the
Catholic Center, 729 State St., in
the morning, and at Pres
|House, 731 State St. in the after-
[noon.

ALSO ON SUNDAY, the Wis-
consin chapter of the American
Civil Liberties Union urged the
State Assembly to hold a hear-
ing before approving a bill
which would prohibit state aid
to students involved in disrup-
tive protests on state campuses.

Edward M. McManus, execu-
tive director of the Wisconsin
chapter, noted that the Senate
had already passed the bill, “‘in
an atmosphere of hysteria,”
without a hearing.
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
