“We expect soon that the
school children of Dane County
will join us in our strike,” one
leader said. “They are tired of
having to walk to school be-
cause the pigs (police) took all
their school buses.”

“They’re also tired of not
being able to play,” another put
in , “because somebody —
guess who — walked off with all
their baseball bats.” X

With a final plea to “‘go back
to your dorms and rap (talk) to
get us more support,” the black
leaders announced today’s ral-
lies and suggested that ‘“‘every-
body go home and get some
sleep.”
