"THE QUESTION of whether
the universities or the state
should pick up the tab for out-
side police help called to deal
with campus disorders was
raised by State Universities Ex-
ecutive Director Eugene Mc-
Phee.

McPhee noted that the State
Universities Board of Regents
has recommended payment of
claims from the cities of White-
water and Oshkosh for police
help they supplied to quell dis-
orders on campuses in those
cities.

An attorney general’s opinion
on whether the State Universi-
ties may legally pay such
claims has been asked.

KNOWLES "SAID he has been
visited by many students since
the disorders on the UW cam-
pus and has told them that the
disorders were hurtin g, pro-
grams for the disadvantaged be-
cause the money to control the
disorders also must come from
the taxpayers.

The governor said he warned

those students that continuation|
